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Abstract:

Fora working woman hercareer and fam-
ily are the most important facetsof her life. Strik-
ing a balance betweenprofessional and family
life has become a conspicuous personal and
family issue for contemporary societies. The
present financial needsrequire both the hus-
band and wife to work for the family. The work-
ing woman has a multiple role, as a mother, wife,
daughter, daughter-in law, home maker and also
an employee associated with an institution. The
balance between profession and family is a
permanentchallenge in working women’s lives.
The difficulty of a women to balance these mul-
tiple roles has strongly affects their physical,
emotional and mental well-being. The present
research was aimed to study adjustment of fe-
male teachers according to the structure of fam-
ily they belonged. The sample of the study con-
sisted of 400 female teachers from secondary
schools of Gandhinagar district of Gujarat state.
Out of which 195 were female teachers be-
longed to Joint family and 205 were female
teachers belonged to Nuclear family. Survey
method was used for data collection. Standard
Deviation and t-test were used for the analysis
of data. The result indicated significant differ-
ence in the adjustment made by the female
teachers belonging to joint and nuclear family.
The results manifested that the teachers be-
longing to joint family have to adjust more than
the teachers of nuclear family.
