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73" and 74™ Constitutional Amendment Act and Political Empowerment

Abstract:

The 73™ and 74" Constitutional Amendment Acts, 1992, through which self-governance at
local level was introduced in the form of a three-tier system of Panchayats at the village, intermediate
and district levels and Municipalities in urban India, reserved one-third (33 per cent) seats for women
both in reserved and unreserved categories and also in the offices of the chairpersons on rotation
basis. These two amendments eased women’s entry in politics and their empowerment as women got
included in the governance and policy making process and there are lakhs of women who got elected
to Panchayats and municipalities due to the reservation. The government of Maharashtra announced
50%reservation for women in Panchayat Raj Municipalities in urban India. The women'’s political
participation is important in Panchayat Raj as it is backbone of Indian democracy.

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Therefore it can be stated that change in political culture, change in attitude of political
parties, change in the outlook of both men and women will go long way in ensuring equal
participation of women at urban local level.

Political Empowerment of Women

Mahatma Gandhiji would have insisted upon women's equal participation and devotion of
power to the institutions of local Self-Governance and the Village Panchayat. The Panchayat Raj Act
provides for people's active participation in the local administration by granting them power to
question and by requesting their participation in planning for development of their villages. The Self-
Help Group women are mentally ready now and have moral courage to contest the local and
Legislative election. There is every possibility that the growth of Self-Help Group in the future will
provide large number of women leaders in India. The Government of India, the State Governments
and many international agencies like the International Labour Organization (TLO) and UNICEF have
been involved in developing programmes to deal with child labour. Using the Self-Help Group to
empower the mother and the child for the eradication of child labour is being given serious thought.
The processes have been going on for the last few years and as of now 384 Self Help Groups have
been formed for eradication of child labour. The 73rd and 74th Amendments (1993) to the Indian
Constitution is considered as a breakthrough towards ensuring equal access and increased
participation in political power structure for women.

New Panchayat Raj Institutions

The 73th and 74th Amendments (1993) of the Indian Constitution have served as a
breakthrough towards ensuring equal access and increased participation in political power structure
for women. The PRIs play a central role in the process of enhancing women(ls participation in public
life. The PRIs and the local Self Governments are actively involved in the implementation and
execution of the National Policy for Women at the grassroots level.
73™ and 74™ Constitutional Amendment: historical milestone for women’s political
participation

To protect the interests of the disadvantaged segments of the population, notably women, the
scheduled castes (SC) and the scheduled tribes (ST), and to ensure their participation in democratic
decentralization process, the 73" and 74" Constitutional Amendments was passed with the provision
of reservation on 23rd April 1993. The Act reserved one-third of all seats in the local self-governing
bodies 9 for rural (all three levels of Panchayats) and urban areas (Municipal body) respectively for
women and reservation for SC/STs proportionate to their population. Though reservation for SCs and
STs are in place in other elected bodies (national and state legislative assembles), the 73™ Amendment
is the first one in India that mandated women's reservation in local body election. Article 243D of
73rd Constitutional Amendment Act covers, in detail, the manner in which reservations are to be
provided to women and others belonging to the SC/STs in the local Panchayat election at all three
levels.

Reservations to elected seats are mandated by the Constitution in the following pattern

i) One-third of the total numbers of seats to be filled by direct election in every Panchayat are to be
reserved for women. This is inclusive of the reservation provided for women belonging to the
SC/STs (Article 243D (3))

ii) Within the reservation provided for persons belonging to the SC/STs as detailed above, not less
than one-third of the total number of seats that are reserved for different categories in each
Panchayat are to be reserved for women belonging to the SC/STs (Article 243 D (2))

iii) These seats may be allotted by rotation to different constituencies within a Panchayat (243D (1)

and (3)).
